Wesley Morrison, 78, was murdered in Saint Paul on August 6, 2000. The crime took place near the
infersection of Case Avenue and Mendota Street on the city’s East Side.

He crossed over the other side of the street
to avoid the men and continued to walk north on Forrest, then he turned west onto Case Avenue.
